Parent Tips for Summer Reading

· The more books your child reads within his or her level, the more he or she will grow as a reader.  If your child chooses a book that is not on our list, you can find its independent reading level using Book Wizard on the Scholastic website:

In the box titled “Your Leveled Reading System,” choose “Guided Reading” and hit set.  Then when you type titles into the search bar, you will get a letter as the level.

· Encourage your child to read books from different genres like fiction (realistic, mystery, fantasy), nonfiction (biographies, science, history) and poetry.  It will help them become a well-rounded reader.

· Books from a series are a great way to get kids hooked in as readers.  If they like one book, you will have many other titles for them to choose from.  

· If your child enjoys a book written by a particular author, seek out more titles from that author.  You can search by author on Book Wizard, as well (see website above).
· Titles from the “Read Aloud Classics” links are books you can read to your child/children.  It is a great time to model reading and discuss stories. 

· Talk with your kids about great places and times to read in the summer.  Think about times when they will be on long car trips, at the beach or pool, and on rainy days.
